Psalms Week 1: Delight in the Law of the Lord

The Point: “His delight is in the law of the Lord, and on His law he meditates day and night.” Psalm 1:2

SERMON TEXT: Psalm 1

Discussion Questions

DISCOVER

LEADERS: Take turns reading Psalm 1 as a group. Use the questions as a guide for discussion.

e Whatis God’s promise in this psalm to those that delight in His word? (They will be blessed, they will
have deep and strong roots, and everything they do will prosper. God’s word directs us, convicts us,
and comforts us.)

¢ Pastor Joby contrasted the difference between having a “band of brothers” verses a group of
buddies. What's the difference and why is God concerned about who we hang out with? (“...but the
companion of fools will suffer harm” (Proverbs 13:20). Psalm 1:1 shows us we need to watch who
we 're walking alongside because eventually we will stand in union alongside of them and
eventually sit comfortably with them! If Jesus had a core circle of friends with whom to experience
life and ministry, so should we as believers.)

¢ Based on what we learned about the entire collection of Psalms, what kind of psalm do you need in
your life right now? (David wrote the majority of the Psalms, but we also know that Moses, Solomon,
Ethan, Jeduthun and Heman were also writers. The Psalms fit into several categories: Hymns of
praise, laments of sorrow, songs of thanksgiving, songs of wisdom and Royal Psalms. No matter the
condition in which you find yourself, what the Bible is going to teach us is that the appropriate
response is that we worship our way through it).

o What's the biggest challenge for you in delighting in God’s word and meditating on it? (Common
answers: | don’t understand it, it's boring, I'm too busy. Consider what you are meditating on instead
of God'’s word and whether it is leading you to walk, stand, or sit in the way of the wicked.)

DEEPEN

Let’s go deeper into God’s word and discuss how we can apply these truths to our lives!



LEADERS: Reread Psalm 1 and use the questions below as a guide for discussion.

¢ Head: What does this psalm make you think?e
e Heart: What does this psalm make you feel2
e Hands: What does this psalm make you want to do?¢
