Upside Down Kingdom — The Kingdom of God and Work

The Point: Don’t compare. Don’t complain. Don’t cower in fear. But leverage everything that Your KING has
given you for His Glory.

SERMON TEXT: Matthew 25:14--30

Discussion Questions

DISCOVER

Have someone read Matthew 25:14--30 and then use the following questions as a guide:

e How does this parable debunk this world’s kingdom of fairness? What would change if everyone
focused on what they have been given and NOT what others have been given? (God is
sovereign, doing what he wants. Fairness is not a biblical value, but it is a promise. Fair would be
for all of mankind to spend eternity in hell. The two-talent servant is to be commended because
he leveraged what he was given without comparing himself to the five-talent servant.)

e Both the five talent and two talent servants received the same reward. What does this mean, and
do you find freedom in that truth? (God holds us accountable to ourselves only and not anyone
else. God is good and it would not be in His nature to hold us accountable for time, talent or
freasure that he did not give us.)

e What drove the servant with one talent to hide the talent, rather than leverage it for his
master? (Fear, slothfulness, laziness... He viewed his master as a “hard man,” which can be the
same. This servant lacked faith because the opposite of faith is not doubt but fear. Fear
paralyzes but faith propels into action.)

¢ Whatis dangerous about playing the comparison game? How has the comparison game
effected your life and walk with Jesus? (Comparison leads to pride or condemnation. Comparing
ourselves or situation to anybody else is an afront to an almighty God. Comparison robs us from enjoying
a gift from God.)

e How is your vocation and neighborhood a battlefield to win souls for God’s Kingdom? (You can
use your actions and attitudes to sway the hearts and minds of coworkers about what being a “Christian”
looks like, effectually helping church-hurt people to find their way back to God, as well as inviting
friends/coworkers to attend church with you. The fruitfulness is up to God.)

DEEPEN

In light of what we have discovered through God'’s word and discussed above, let’s go deeper and discuss how we can
apply these truths to our lives!



LEADERS: Have someone read Romans 12:3—8 & Colossians 3:23—24, then choose one or two of the questions
below to go deeper into your discussion.

Do | think I am wasting my lifee2 Why or why not?

How am | building my own kingdom instead of the Kingdom of God?

What fear am | operating out of in my daily life?2

What time, talent and freasure do | need to bring back to God as an act of worship?
